The Dutch bass-baritone Bas Kuijlenburg (1962) studied social sciences, school music and eventually singing at the Utrecht Conservatory. After this he continued his lessons with the Dutch bass Pieter van den Berg. 
His solo repertory includes a large number of oratoria and concertworks from Mattheuspassion, Messiah, Schöpfung and Elias to Carmina Burana. Furthermore he throws himself with eagerness on more unknown and contemporary repertoire. He sang many premières with music by Dutch composers and contributed to some CD - and radio productions with unknown Dutch repertoire. 

Bas acted in several shows of Buffo Operamakers and in the international 'YO!' (Youth Opera) festival. At De Nederlandse Opera he appeared in Tan Dun’s successful opera “Tea”, directed by Pierre Audi, in shows in Tokyo and Amsterdam, as well as in “Die Soldaten” by Berndt Alois Zimmermann. June 2004 he appeared there as one of the  "Deputati Fiammingi" in Verdi's “Don Carlos”. His stage repertory incudes Agamemnon in “Iphigenie en Aulide” (Gluck), Pietro in “La Muette de Portici” (Auber,  Raimbaud in “Le Comte Ory” (Rossini) and Abendwind in “Haubpting Abendwind (Offenbach).
More recently Bas toured with ‘Barokopera Amsterdam’ in the production “Purcell Gala”, directed by David Prins and in a Dutch version of Janácek’s “The Cunning Little Vixen” with Opera Animous. 
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
